








PS worker suspects infant or toddler in the family has a  developmental delay. 





PS worker makes  determination of substantiated abuse or neglect in family of an  infant or toddler.

















If child is made a state ward, PS worker sends state ward notification letter to school.





Referral


Within 2 working days, the PS worker completes the PS-90 (referral form) and forwards it to Early Development Network (EDN) Services Coordination Agency and the IFSP process timeline begins.





EDN Services Coordinator is assigned and EDN services coordination begins.

Initial Contact with Family


Services Coordinator arranges a personal contact within seven calendar days of the initial contact or acknowledgement by the family, unless the family requests a delay.  The Services Coordinator shares information about the Early Development Network 





7 Calendar Days





Family declines to meet with the Services Coordinator








Family declines to participate in the early intervention process.








Family agrees to continue in the early intervention process and Services Coordinator sends consent for MDT to school.








Protection & Safety (PS)� worker has contact with family.





Services Coordinator completes the PS-90 �action taken and returns it to the PS worker.

Protocol for Referral from Protection & Safety (PS)�to the Early Development Network (EDN)





Referral is mandated.





























Referrals for Non-Education Services





Multi-Disciplinary Team Evaluation (MDT)


Parents sign EI-2 (Consent for Evaluation and Testing). PS cannot sign for school assessments.
