IDEA Transition Requirements 
TRANSITION PLANNING TIMEFRAME
A description of how the lead agency will:

· Notify the LEA where the child resides that the child will shortly reach the age of eligibility for preschool services under Part B of the Act, as determined in accordance with State law; 

· For children who may be eligible for preschool services under Part B, 

· with the approval of the family of the child, convene a conference among the lead agency, the family, and the LEA at least 90 days, and at the discretion of the parties, up to 6 months, before the child is eligible for the preschool services, to discuss any services that the child may receive; 

· For children who may not be eligible for preschool services under Part B, 

· with the approval of the family, make reasonable efforts to convene a conference among the lead agency, the family, and providers of other appropriate services for children who are not eligible for preschool services under Part B, to discuss the appropriate services that the child may receive;

· Review the child's program options for the period from the child's third birthday through the remainder of the school year

· Establish a transition plan
Early Conference Option: [Part C, §637, (a)(9)(A)(ii)(II)] With parents’ consent, the lead agency may initiate a transition planning conference as early as nine months before a child’s third birthday. Previous regulations set the earliest possible transition planning conference at six months before the child’s third birthday.

IFSPS AND TRANSITION
Appropriate Transition Services

· The IFSP must include the steps to be taken to support the transition of the child (Sec. 303.148) 

· Preschool services under Part B of the Act, to the extent that those services are appropriate; 

· Other services that may be available, if appropriate.

· Steps Required 

· Discussions with, and training of, parents regarding future placements and other matters related to the child's transition; 

· Procedures to prepare the child for changes in service delivery, including steps to help the child adjust to, and function in, a new setting; and

·  With parental consent, the transmission of information about the child to the local educational agency, to ensure continuity of services, including: 

· required evaluation and assessment information (Sec. 303.322), 

· copies of IFSPs that have been developed and implemented (Secs. 303.340 through 303.346).

PRESCHOOL IEP’S 
TEAM MEETING
· Parents Can Invite Part C Personnel to IEP Meeting [Part B, §614 (d)(1)(D)] 
· In developing the initial IEP for a child who was previously receiving Part C, parents may request an invitation to the IEP meeting be sent to the Part C service coordinator or others from the Part C program to facilitate the transition process.

· IEP Team Consider Child’s IFSP [Part B, §614 (d)(2)(B)] 
· The IEP team shall consider the services and information contained in the child’s IFSP and may use the IFSP as the child’s IEP if appropriate.

	Data Source:

Data to be taken from State monitoring or State data system and must be based on actual, not an average, number of days.  Indicate if the State has established a timeline and, if so, what is the State’s timeline for initial evaluations.

Measurement:

a. # of children for whom parental consent to evaluate was received.

b. # determined not eligible whose evaluations were completed within 60 days (or State established timeline).

c. # determined eligible whose evaluations were completed within 60 days (or State established timeline).

Account for children included in a but not included in b or c.  Indicate the range of days beyond the timeline when the evaluation was completed and any reasons for the delays.

Percent = [(b + c) divided by (a)] times 100.

	Data Source:

Data to be taken from State monitoring or State data system.

Measurement:

a. # of children who have been served in Part C and referred to Part B for eligibility determination.

b. # of those referred determined to be NOT eligible and whose eligibilities were determined prior to their third birthdays.

c. # of those found eligible who have an IEP developed and implemented by their third birthdays.

d. # of children for whom parent refusal to provide consent caused delays in evaluation or initial services.

Account for children included in a but not included in b, c or d.  Indicate the range of days beyond the third birthday when eligibility was determined and the IEP developed and the reasons for the delays.

Percent = [(c) divided by (a – b - d)] times 100.

Data to be taken from monitoring or State data system.

Measurement:

A. Percent = [(# of children exiting Part C who have an IFSP with transition steps and services) divided by the (# of children exiting Part C)] times 100.

B. Percent = [(# of children exiting Part C and potentially eligible for Part B where notification to the LEA occurred) divided by the (# of children exiting Part C who were potentially eligible for Part B)] times 100.

C.
Percent = [(# of children exiting Part C and potentially eligible for Part B where the transition conference occurred) divided by the (# of children exiting Part C who were potentially eligible for Part B)] times 100. 
	When data is taken from State monitoring, States must describe the method used to select EIS programs for monitoring.

Lead Agencies should describe the results of the calculations and compare the results to their target.

Targets must be 100%.
Indicator 8C:  The State should include in the calculation, children for whom the State has identified the cause for the delay as exceptional family circumstances documented in the child’s record.  The State should not include in the calculation children for whom the family did not provide approval to conduct the transition conference.  The State must include in its discussion of data, the numbers it used to determine its calculation under this indicator and report separately the number of documented delays attributable to family circumstances and the number of children for whom the family did not provide approval to conduct the transition conference.
