2005-06 FAPE by Age 3 Data and Compliance

Based upon the 2005-2006 PCI reporting, the Connecticut State Department of Education has identified that your school district has not met the federal compliance requirement related to the provision of a free appropriate public education (FAPE) for children who transitioned from the Connecticut Birth to Three System to special education in the last school year.  The school district’s PCI data for 2005-2006 indicate that there were one or more children that did not receive a FAPE by their third birthday.  An attachment to this letter identifies the children, their compID, and the dates the State data system has of (a) the 90-day transition conference, (b) the child's initial referral date to the school district and (c) the child’s IEP start date (e.g., implementation of the child's IEP and provision of FAPE).  The focus of this letter is on the data indicating the date a FAPE was provided to a child.
The Department is requesting that the school district review the information provided, conduct a data verification based upon each child's educational record and provide the Department the requested information, including any corrections to the data and the reason for a delay in providing a FAPE to a child.  A data verification and compliance grid has been enclosed with this letter to aid the school district in compiling the information.  Each identified school district is asked to complete and submit the attached grid and return it to the Department no later than October 1, 2006.  The information collected from school districts is required for reporting to the U.S. Department of Education, Office of Special Education Programs.
